(Common Name: ketoprofen, henceforth “Mohrus Tape)

In December 1995, “Mohrus Tape” was the first in Japan to obtain approval as a skin
patch indicated for lower back pain along with “osteoarthritis” and “shoulder
periarthritis.” In addition, in November 2009 it was additionally indicated for
“rheumatoid arthritis.”

We think that with the recent addition of “acute disorders” to “chronic disorders”
“Mohrus Tape” can contribute to pain relief treatments for even more patients.
